Michaelmas, the feast of Saint Michael the Archan
(also the Feast of SS Michael, Gabriel, and Raphat
the Feast of Michael and All Angels) is a day in 1
Western Christian calendar which occurs
September 29. Because it fallsan the equinox, it is
associated in the northern hemisphere with
beginning of autumn and the shortening of da
Michael is the greatest of all the archangels anc
honored for his defeat of Lucifer in the battle for t
heavens in the Bible.

The achangel Michael is one of the principal ange
warriors, seen as a protector against the dark of n
and the administrator of cosmic intelligenc
Michaelmas has also delineated time and season
secular purposes as well, particularly in the Uni
Kingdom and Ireland.

A Job Description for an Angel

6).
