
Dragon‘s Tale          February 2010 

 

   It seems like we just made it through Christmas and we‘re facing Lent! I received a packet from a 

church publishing house on December 23rd that reinforces that. The packet was all about planning for 

Lenten Programs…so here it goes. 

 

   Elsewhere in this issue is a list of the Lenten programs and worship services we will be having during 

Lent. You might want to put it up on your refrigerator as a reminder. But some word about the content 

might be helpful. 

 

   First, there will be a Lenten Quiet Day on February 20th, a Saturday. The theme is ―The Return: Coming 

Home‖, a take on a well known Bible story. Can you guess which one? A quiet day is a time of reflection, 

prayer, worship and learning from 9:00 am to noon on a Saturday. We begin with Morning Prayer and 

close with a Eucharist. If you‘ve never been to one, you may be surprised at how the time flies and how 

rich the experience is. We did one in Advent and it went pretty well. 

 

   Second, we hear a lot about Bible study classes. When I first became involved in the church, I believed 

that the classes were designed specifically to show how ignorant I was, and so I avoided them. You too? 

So, here‘s the antidote; a class I teach called Introduction to the Bible. The only thing you need to bring is 

the desire to hear the story. I tell the Biblical narrative as a story. We explore how we got the Bible, and 

what‘s in it. I find that the sessions help people make sense of the big picture and remove the feelings of 

inadequacy and uneasiness that you get when someone mentions Bible study. There are no tests and no 

attempts to trip anyone up. In fact, I presume that those attending are genuine beginners. So, no excuses, 

just a way to open up the world‘s #1 best-seller to you. Bring a copy if you have one. If you need a copy 

that you can actually read, let me know and I‘ll give one to you free of charge. We‘ll meet Tuesday eve-

nings in Lent from 7:00-8:30 pm in Room 2 of Randall‘s Hall (the wing where the office is, by the park-

ing lot door). 

 

   Third, we hear a lot of talk about being ―Anglican‖, but it would help to understand that better. This 

class will explore our roots in history, the lives of prominent Anglicans, our interests and passions, and 

the fact that we think a bit differently than the rest of the historic church. The reasons for that may sur-

prise you. There is no text for the class, but you might want to bring pen and paper. The class meets 

Thursday mornings from 10:00-11:30 am in the Library. If there is enough interest for an evening class (6 

people), we can schedule one of those too. 

 

   Finally, we are planning to have a Taize service on March 3rd at 7:00 pm. in the main church. This might 

be new to you, so watch the bulletins for the details. It‘s different, but can be very meaningful. More on 

that later. 

 

   This Lent especially, remember to say your prayers.

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From Ashes to Alleluias: A Lenten Primer   by Mother Laurie 

 

When you appear at your job or school with the sign of the cross in ashes on your forehead, you realize what it means to be a 

public witness.  I‘ve been doing this for so many years that I keep thinking everyone must know what that ashen cross—and 

the Lenten season—mean.  But many people want to know ―What‘s Lent all about?‖ This guide should help you answer those 

questions. 

Lent:  The word Lent is derived from the Anglo-Saxon word for springtime, which is a literal translation for ‗the lengthening 

of the days‘. In the early church, the Lenten period was used as a time for preparing new converts for Baptism on Easter Sun-

day. Today it is a time for preparation, reflection, growth, and change. The forty-day period of Lent was established in the 

middle of the fourth century. It reflects the forty days Jesus spent in the wilderness after his baptism and recalls the forty-year 

journey of the Hebrew people in the desert. 

Shrove Tuesday:  Shrove is derived from the Latin word for ‗shriven‘ which means to confess, or be removed from, our sins.  

As the day before Ash Wednesday, this is our last celebratory day before the solemnity of Lent begins.  Traditionally we eat 

the foods that will be forbidden (or given up by choice) during Lent.  Rich desserts, meats, pancake suppers and Mardi Gras 

(literally Fat Tuesday) parties occur on this day.  People symbolically use all the fats and sweets left in their homes to empty 

their cupboards of all tempting foods. 

Ash Wednesday:  The official beginning of the Lent, a season known for fasting, penitence and prayer devotions.  We com-

memorate this day by wearing a cross of ashes on our foreheads, a sign which reminds us that from dust we came, and to dust 

we shall return, remembering God‘s edict to Adam and Eve as He sent them out of Eden after their disobedience (see Genesis 

3: 19b).  Ashes from burnt offerings were also used by the Israelites to sprinkle over those people considered unclean in order 

to restore them to their communities.  Palm ashes from the previous year‘s Palm (or Passion) Sunday began to be commonly 

used on Ash Wednesday around the third century. 

Palm (or Passion) Sunday:  A joyful celebration of Jesus‘ triumphant entry into Jerusalem.  This is the high point of this 

final week, or Holy Week, which ends with the crucifixion of Christ and the vigil (or devotional watch) on Saturday evening.  

Most churches have a procession and distribution of palms to re-enact Jesus‘ own travels.  (One Southern priest told  me that 

down south, people simply cut palms from their own front yards and bring them to church on Palm Sunday.) Another common 

practice is the reading of the Passion of Our Lord, which contains the chilling words shouted by the crowds: ―Crucify him!‖  

Palm Sunday is a day that begins with celebration and procession, but it is also the entry point for the solemnity of the final 

week of Lent, commonly called Holy Week. 

Maundy Thursday:  Derived from the Latin word ‗maundatum‘ which means ‗commandment‘. We are told to love one an-

other as He loves us.  The focus is on the Eucharist, a reminder to us of the Last Supper Jesus celebrated with His disciples.  

In some churches, the celebrant also washes the feet of twelve congregants in a re-enactment of Jesus‘ own teaching in the 

book of John: ―I have set you an example that you should do as I have done for you. I tell you the truth, no servant is greater 

than His master, nor is a messenger greater than one who sent him.‖ (John 13: 15-16)  His example for us to serve one an-

other is both humbling and powerful. 

Good Friday:  What‘s so ‗good‘ about this day?  People ask me that all the time.  One theory is that the day was originally 

called ―God‘s Friday‖ which then became Good Friday.  While it is arguably the most solemn day of Lent, Christians can re-

fer to it as ‗good‘ for two reasons: 1) He died on the cross because He loved us so much, and 2) we know the ‗Good News‘ of 

His triumphant resurrection and victory over death, a triumph we hope to share one day. 

Easter:  the name is probably derived from the word Austra, which means ―to shine‖. Christians celebrate the birth of Christ 

as our own ‗rebirth‘ each liturgical year, and it is derived from celebrations which, prior to the birth of Christ, had honored 

Austron, the goddess of the spring equinox.  Paschal, ,another familiar Easter reference (Ie: Paschal Lamb) literally refers to 

the Passover, or the time of year when Jesus was crucified, and it refers also to the fact that Jesus offered Himself as a final 

sacrifice for our sins, making it forever unnecessary to present burnt offerings or other earthly sacrifices in exchange for the 

favor of God.  In return, He asks only that we know Him, we love Him. and proclaim Him as our Savior.  The ―Alleluias‖ we 

reintroduce to our liturgy on this Sunday ring pure and clear as we recognize His triumph over death and His saving grace in 

our own lives. 

 The following seven weeks of the Easter season are the oldest celebrated liturgical season of the church year.  The 

Easter Season ends fifty days after Easter Sunday at Pentecost when we celebrate the gifts of the Holy Spirit. 

 

 So there you have it, a quick study of the Lenten season which will help prepare you to answer the question: ―Why 

do you have that smudge on your forehead?‖  I wish you and your families a blessed and holy Lenten and Easter season.

The new year has opened another chapter in the development of St. George‘s new outreach ministry – St. 

George‘s School.  We have begun accepting applications for students in grades K and one for our full-day 

program scheduled to begin in September, 2010.   Offering a faith-based Christian education based on our 

Episcopal traditions and featuring an exciting and challenging curriculum, our new school is currently in 

the ―communication phase‖ of its start-up campaign, informing both the community and our Diocese about 

the nature of the unique learning institution St. George‘s School plans to be.  Parishioners with children 

entering Kindergarten or first grade in September 2010 are invited to contact the school by calling the par-

ish office: 371-6351. 

 

Construction in underway to modify classrooms in Randles Hall to accommodate the school.  A Board of 

Trustees has been appointed by Fr. Henry to oversee and guide the school toward a successful launch in 

September. 

 

The Board of Trustees is now conducting a campaign to raise funds to defray the school‘s start-up costs.  

Our Founder‘s Fund has already raised over $8000.  Many parishioner‘s have supported this new ministry 

by donating funds to purchase specific school items such as books, chairs, tables, etc.  A display in the 

Church Narthex identifies items the school will need to begin operations. 

 

This project began with an effort to discern just where God wants St. George‘s to go and just as important 

as donations are your prayers.  We ask for your prayers for the successful opening of this unique ministry.  

Thanks to Fr. Henry‘s commitment and the leadership of our Vestry and the Board of Trustees, we believe
