Religious Education at St. George’s School

The phrase at the top of the page is taken from the liturgy for Holy Baptism in the Book of Common
Prayer, the book we use in our worship. It is part of the prayer we offer for the newly baptized.

“Sustain your child, O Lord, in your Holy Spirit. Give your child an inquiring and discerning heart,
the courage to will and to persevere, a spirit to know and to love you, and the gift of joy and wonder
in all your works. Amen.

The religious education component at St. George’s School is rooted in the baptismal covenant. In it we
believe we are forgiven for sin and raised to new life in Jesus Christ. As His disciples, we are called to
continue in apostolic teaching, fellowship, the breaking of bread, and public and private prayers. We are
called to witness to the Gospel of Jesus Christ. We are called to love our neighbors as we love ourselves.
We are called to be witnesses for justice and peace. We are called to respect the dignity of every human
being.

How are these ideals communicated effectively to students? Our teachers and staff are called to model the
Christian lifestyle to the students of St. George’s School by example and through age and grade appropri-
ate religious instruction. Daily prayer at the beginning and ending of the school day, grace at lunch and
snack, and weekly chapel services led by the clergy focusing on the themes of the religious instruction all
come together as effective ways of presenting and reinforcing the faith component of education. The best
teaching is still, however, by example.

We at St. George’s School seek to provide the religious and moral foundation for a life to be lived with
joy in the presence of God. We are committed to providing a top quality academic experience as well as
an experience of positive self-worth and personal responsibility as a child of God.

The responsibility of faith formation for children is an awesome thing. This information was shared with
parents of prospective students at the recent open house and was met with a healthy mixture of interest
and relief. Parents said they wanted their children to attend a school where religious values and the joy of
the Christian faith were taught and witnessed. I thought it a good idea to let you know about this part of
the school life. As I meet with the students and teachers in the fall, beginning this new ministry, I hope to
be able to give them the basics of the faith and the joy of prayer.

As for the rest of us, we already know to remember to say our prayers.

Three Minutes Can Change Everything

We are well into the season of Lent now, and some of us have managed to hold onto our Lenten
disciplines, whether we are fasting from something, or taking on something new.

I’d like to suggest that you join me in one more discipline which is short and simple to
accomplish: a daily 3-minute retreat. That’s right—three minutes. And yet I have found this to be ex-
actly what I need to do as I sit down at my computer to work every day. The retreat is delivered to my
in-box automatically, and I click on the link to begin. It starts with a few moments of silence and still-
ness, and then gives a short passage of scripture, a reflection and a few questions to consider how the
scripture applies to your life.

Today’s reflection, for example, was about connections and the questions asked were
simple: “What is my main source of connection to Jesus?” and then, “Is there any place where my con-
nection could use strengthening?” For those of you who journal, these are great journaling questions. If
you don’t, these are still great questions to guide your day.

In my case, I try to view my day through the ‘lens’ of these daily questions (the retreat
only gives you two questions a day, but I found myself asking additional questions too):

How am I connecting with Jesus in each person I meet here at church, as well as out in the
world?

How am I doing this with my family, which is sometimes the hardest place for us to do that?

Where do I see a need for greater spiritual connection in my interactions?

What connections are harder for me to make?

And this was just foday’s retreat—each day has a different set of questions to consider.
So here’s the link: www.loyolapress.com and click on 3-minute retreat. You can opt, as I
did, to have them automatically delivered to your e-mail every day, or just bookmark the site.
And here’s my invitation to you: Call, visit or e-mail to let me know what blessings, what
challenges, or what revelations come to you through these daily three-minute ‘appointments’ with God.
So you can ‘give up’ three minutes of your morning and ‘take on’ extra prayer and re-
flection. I know this is changing the way my day unfolds. I pray it does the same for you. Keep in touch.
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Short Note: The Sacrament of Reconciliation

The sacrament of Reconciliation (formerly called Confession) is especially appropriate during the season of
Lent when we are called to pay attention to any obstacles in our lives or hearts that get in the way of God’s pres-
ence. We try to let go of the baggage from past hurts or wrongs that weigh us down in order to approach the season
of Easter with ‘cleaned-up hearts’.

Have you got some old baggage that you’d like to leave at the foot of the cross? Contact Fr. Henry or me
and make an appointment so we can walk through the sacrament with you. We’'ll ask you to do a short examination
of conscience, reflect on what you brought with you for which you seek God’s forgiveness, and offer you God’s ab-

solution.

| always conclude the sacrament with these powerful words from Psalm 103:
“As far as the east is from the west, so far has He removed our transgressions from us.” Amen!!
